What are we learning about? 
Our books this half term are we’re going on a bear 
hunt and where the wild things are.  
In RE, both Nursery will be focusing on Easter, 
Pentecost, People who help us, Prayer, God’s Family,

In Maths, alongside our daily number sense lessons, we 
will be focusing on counting in 2s, 5s and 10s, 
positional language and using everyday language to 
talk about money to compare quantities and objects to 
solve problems.
